INTEGRATION POLICY
Purpose:

· To equalise access and participation for all children with special needs so that they may participate in educational programs with their peers as every child has the right to be educated in a regular school.
· To facilitate the participation of all students in all aspects of school life.

· To contribute to equal educational outcomes.

Guidelines:
· Collaborative decision making processes should be established to provide for the student’s equal participation
· To modify the school environment to allow equal access for all students.
· All children should be provided with a program to meet their specific needs
Implementation:
· Inclusive schooling philosophies will be fostered at all levels

· The school recognisies that some children have specific needs without which access to effective schooling would be difficult. These needs will be met to the best of the school’s ability and resources.

· Review, update and deploy resources to meet the child’s changing needs as recommended through Parent Support Group meetings
· Parent Support Group meetings will be held on a regular basis with minutes kept.

· Continual liaison with parents, school and outside agencies will be fostered.

· In-service and professional development opportunities for staff and parents will be provided.

· Facilities and programs should be provided to enable all students to participate in regular school activities

Evaluation:

This policy will be reviewed with staff, student, parent and community input as part of the school’s three year review cycle.
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
