LIBRARY/ RESOURCE CENTRE POLICY
Purpose:
To provide an enriched library environment that acts as the central distribution point for most of the resources required by the staff and students to support the implementation and enhancement of the school’s curriculum. 

Guidelines:
· To provide a wide variety of materials, both for research and pleasure, and for the professional development of the staff.

· To provide a library environment in which students:

· develop the necessary skills to independently use the available resources 

· are encouraged to make critical evaluation of the materials and to select appropriately

· develop an enjoyment for and appreciation of literature which may be used profitably during leisure time.

· Materials purchased will be in line with the curriculum and professional development needs of the staff, and will take into account:

· inquiry units of work

· areas of interest indicated by students

· areas of need as perceived by staff

· current trends in education.
Implementation:
· All grades will have regular access to the Library
· Maintenance of all resources will be an ongoing process with emphasis placed on keeping stock up to date.

· Purchase of new resources to be in line with VELS (Victorian Essential Learning Standards) recommendations to support student learning in Inquiry Units studied for the year
Evaluation:
This policy will be reviewed with staff, student, parent and community input as part of the school’s three year review cycle.
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
