READING RECOVERY/LITERACY INTERVENTION POLICY
Purpose:
To ensure that all students have an opportunity to learn to their full potential by providing extra assistance and specialised teaching in literacy. The school has a responsibility to provide for each child’s learning needs.

Guidelines:
The Literacy Intervention Program at Mount Macedon Primary will:

· Provide a Reading Recovery program for students in need of reading and writing support after their first year of schooling

· Selected students in other grade levels will be supported in consultation with the Principal and classroom teachers. Every effort will be made to negotiate a suitable time for students from their regular program.

· Be an active partnership between the Reading Recovery teacher, Classroom teacher and parent/s of the participating student/s.

· Ensure that classroom teachers assume equal responsibility for students involved in the intervention program and support the program by implementing supportive classroom programs.

· Reflect current understandings of best practice.

· Be responsive to the learning needs of students deemed at risk.

Implementation:
· Reading Recovery, individual tuition, small group work and in –classroom support will form the basis of literacy intervention.

· Students identified ‘at risk’ may be organized individually or into small groups (a maximum of 5 students for small group support programs outside the mainstream classroom), to provide intensive assistance in the development of competence and confidence in literacy.
· Regular communication will be maintained between classroom teachers, intervention teachers and parents regarding intervention program content and progress of students. 
· The Reading Recovery Program will be administered according to guidelines set out in current Reading Recovery Guides. 
· The progress of Reading Recovery students will be monitored and recorded daily during the program and at regular intervals after the program is discontinued.
· Reading Recovery teachers will regularly liaise with parents of students in the program to encourage appropriate support at home.
Evaluation:
This policy will be reviewed with staff, student, parent and community input as part of the school’s three year review cycle.
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
